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10 Ways to Promote Your ESP Certification

1. Include the ESP logo on your Web site with a link to the ESP Web site, www.greencabinetsource.org.
2. Note that your company is ESP certified in your press release boiler plate. 
3. Pitch your ESP certified products to media looking for green stories. There are now a number of publications devoted to green building, like Green Builder, EcoHome and Sustainable Home, just to name a few.
4. Write byline articles for key trade and consumer publications on greening cabinets, kitchens, baths and homes, and keep employees and customers up-to-date on your environmental efforts with articles in internal or customer publications such as company newsletters.
5. Offer to be a guest speaker on environmental responsibility at trade shows and educational events such as AIA, NAHB and NKBA chapter meetings and conferences.
6. Place signage with the ESP seal at trade show booths and other events where you are showcasing your products or company.
7. Host or sponsor green industry events targeted towards key audiences including builders and remodelers, designers or consumers looking to build or remodel a home. 
8. Donate ESP certified cabinets to green show homes and non-profits in your community. Habitat for Humanity and Rebuilding Together are two great non-profit examples. Check out local home and lifestyle publications and your local HBA chapter for ideas on where to find green show homes in your area.
9. Apply for green product awards such as the Interiors & Sources Bloom Awards and the Hanley Wood Green Product Awards.
10. Encourage sales reps to point out that your cabinets are ESP certified and eco-friendly.
Not only will these ideas help establish you as a leader and early adopter in the green building movement, but they will also aid in building awareness and credibility for ESP.
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
